	Name of the Medicaid basic healthcare program: Husky. There is no "basis program." Husky C is means-tested. AABD covers board and care. Finally, Medicaid for working disabled is called MedConnect or SO5.
	Name of the Medicaid institutional care program: Husky C LTSS  
	Name of the Medicaid program providing inhomecommunity care for disabled individuals who are not elderly: Multiple different named waivers, or Community First Choice which accompanies any of the Medicaid (Husky) programs.
	Name of the Medicaid program providing inhomecommunity care for the elderly: Community First Choice but usually it would be CHCPE Category 3. (Category 2 is state-funded, not Medicaid-funded.) aka CHCPE Medicaid Waiver. 
	Basic healthcare income limit: No limit, but the categorically needy limit is $1,370. Those who live in residential care homes are categorically eligible. For Medicaid expansion it would be 138% of poverty.
  
 
	Basic healthcare resource limit: $1,600 except for Medicaid expansion. MSP has no asset limit.
 
 
	Waivernursing home care income limit: 3 x SSI or $2,901. You can get around this with a pooled trust / SNT
 
 
 
	Waivernursing home care resource limit: $1,600 subject to spousal impoverishment rules

	Nametitle of the financial decisionmaker guardianship or conservatorship: Conservator of Estate. However, Guardian of IDD can get court approval to handle up to $10,000 of funds
	Nametitle of the personal decisionmaker guardianship or conservatorship: For anyone: Conservator of Person. For IDD person only: Guardian
	Frequency and type of reporting requirements for: 
	Financial decisionmaker: Initially 1 year, then every 3 years
	Personal decisionmaker: Annual report
	Participation in the Uniform Adult Guardianship and Protective Proceedings Jurisdiction Act for purposes of guardianship transfer If no how is guardianship transferred into and out of this state: No, you cannot transfer into a guardianship for a person with an intellectual disability; only a conservatorship
	Brief description of the guardianconservatorship structure: Persons with an intellectual disability may have a guardian appointed, which means registration with DDS for services. Anyone can request a conservator for personal care, finances, or both; the court appoints an attorney if needed. A protected person can also request a voluntary conservator, but if they don’t have an attorney, they must attend a hearing.
