	Participation in the Uniform Adult Guardianship and Protective Proceedings Jurisdiction Act for purposes of guardianship transfer If no how is guardianship transferred into and out of this state: No. Transfer out: A court order is required before guardianship can move out of Florida. Once reports are approved and a new guardian is appointed in the other state, the Florida case is closed. Transfer in: Florida accepts guardianship decisions from other states if certified copies of the orders and related documents are provided.
	Brief description of the guardianconservatorship structure: A petition to determine incapacity is filed separately from the guardianship petition. The alleged incapacitated person (AIP) is given an attorney to advocate for their wishes and their best interests. A qualified professional and 2 doctors evaluate the AIP and submit reports. After a hearing, the court decides on capacity; if incapacity is found, the guardianship case continues.
