The court appoints a guardian ad litem (GAL) and either a court visitor (adult cases) or a Health & Welfare Committee (DD cases). The person may choose their own attorney, or the court will appoint one. Proposed guardians complete training and background checks, reports are filed by the GAL/visitor/committee, and the court holds a final hearing to decide on guardianship or conservatorship.
